A Birth Certificate

 for Your Stillborn Baby
You can request a special birth certificate for your stillborn baby from the State of Indiana.  This certificate will read “Certificate of Birth Resulting in Stillbirth” and look similar to the birth certificates issued to all live born babies.

To obtain this certificate for your baby:

· Verify with your funeral director that your baby’s fetal death certificate has been filed.  This usually takes about 7 days.  (This must be done before your birth certificate can be issued.)

· Since your baby was born in Marion County, you will receive your certificate from Marion County Health Department, located at 3838 North Rural, which is east of Keystone, near the old ‘Meadows’ Shopping Center.  It is a 4 story building on the north side of the street.  Ask to be directed to the birth certificate department.
Vital Records personnel will give you an application to fill out and the certificate will be created during your visit.  Remember to take a picture ID with you. The cost of the Certificate of Birth Resulting in Stillbirth is $10.00 (cash, money order, or check)

· If you prefer, you may obtain your baby’s birth certificate by mail.  Enclose a letter requesting “Birth Certificate Resulting in Stillbirth” and include your baby’s full name and birth date and the father and mother’s name (including maiden if applicable).  Also include a photocopy of a your ID (driver’s license, social security card, work or school ID) and $10.00 (check or money order). They will mail your certificate to you.  Mail your request to:
